


In this request the term requisition means any exercise of a power or purported power to
take or use property temporarily or permanently in connection with the COVID-19
emergency by the Crown or a public agency or for a public purpose, which is not on arms-
length consensual terms. In other words, the request is not confined solely to requisitions
made under the provisions mentioned above, or solely if they were described to the owner
or occupier as requisitions.

No goods were requisitioned by Waitemata DHB under any conditions, including the state of
emergency or in response to the epidemic notice, therefore no compensation was required.
